The Creative Hinckley Gallery is housed within the Atkins Building.

The Gallery provides a flexible, 1900sq ft, newly renovated and refurbished exhibition space. It has natural light through full-length Victorian factory windows complimented by a state of the art lighting system. A full programme of challenging, varied, contemporary art exhibitions have been and continue to be housed within this space. The gallery attracts professional mid career artists

If you wish to join this list of growing exhibitors, artists are invited to send exhibition proposals together with artist/s CV/s statement and minimum of 6 images (or links to Website) to bevchandler@live.co.uk Visual Arts Manager.
Exhibition procedure. 

Creative Hinckley will consider your proposal and inform you of your proposal’s success or otherwise. If successful an initial meeting will be arranged. 
At the initial meeting points for discussion and conformation will be:
· Dates of your exhibition start and end. 

· The installation period.

· The dismantling period and the date your work must be removed from the premises by.

· Private view and Artist in conversation

· Any workshops related to the exhibition.

Please not that:

· A non returnable administration fee of £250.00 will be payable within two weeks of signing an exhibition agreement between Creative Hinckley and the artist taking responsibility for the exhibition.

· A further non returnable £750.00 will be payable for the gallery hire six months before the exhibition start date. (All cheques should be made payable to Creative Hinckley)

· It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to insure against circumstances that lead to a no show.

· All exhibitors are required to be members of Creative Hinckley before they may exhibit (please see attached application form to be returned with your proposal)
· All work must be for sale and 40% commission is charged by Creative Hinckley.

· Creative Hinckley require one piece of work (by negotiation) from the artist for the Creative Hinckley Collection.
Installation of work

Creative Hinckley is a not for profit company with no paid employees. We have a bank of experienced volunteers to help with installing exhibitions. It is expected that the exhibitor will also provide a similar workforce. A clear plan with dates and activities for the installation and dismantling periods for your exhibition is required to coordinate the joint volunteer workforces. The bespoke exhibition panels require Creative Hinckley trained volunteers to place in the positions the exhibitor/s require, although a visit to the space is encouraged before proposals are submitted.

TERMS AND CONIDITIONS
Exhibitor’s Responsibilities;

Creative Hinckley has expertise within the organisation to advise with the activities listed below although it is the responsibility of the exhibitor/s to be able to fund and/or source the following activities:

· A suitable quality and quantity of exhibition catalogues and Preview Evening invitations.

· The promotion and advertising of your exhibition and its related activities. These will include, an invitation both electronic and hardcopy with details of the artists talk, workshops, location map, and A board posters at the Café Impressions entrance. A statement suitable for press release with images as appropriate, Creative Hinckley reserve the right to edit this as required.

· To meet the costs related to the exhibition.

· Where funding applications are required it is expected that the artist will build this into timescales and planning

· The costs of the catering needs for your private view through Café Impressions, co-located with the Gallery for which a quotation will be discussed at the initial meeting. It is expected that catering will consist of at least one complimentary liquid refreshment on arrival paid for by the exhibitor/s with further refreshments being purchased by guests at the café Impressions Bar.

· The paint and painting equipment for the exhibition panels as required for your exhibition. Panels are provided painted white.

· The paint and painting equipment and surface filler to return the exhibition panels back to their hand over condition with all holes or other damage filled and sanded.

· Ancillary fitments required achieving successful installation of work.

· Video or other specialist equipment.

· Transport and logistics of moving the work.

· The organisation and responsibility for a “Preview evening”. Creative Hinckley requires that a guest list is provided before the evening and that persons on the Creative Hinckley database receive an invitation.

· The organisation and funding for an artist/s talk and a minimum three artist lead workshops.

Please note; a qualified electrician may be needed to install electrical equipment.

Advertising, promotion and point of sale package

Since the opening of the Creative Hinckley Gallery, our design team has produced various POS for the promotion of Artists exhibitions and considers this package to be suitable for most events.

Creative Hinckley appreciates that Artists may wish to produce their own material and ask that we be advised of this at the design/concept stage to ensure consistency and compliance.

Design of the invite/flyer/emailer (pdf) 

Creative Hinckley work with the artist/s who supply the images and text for all POS requirements which include; 2 of A board poster prints which are located on the pavement outside the Café/Gallery entrance. These will be designed by Creative Hinckley in consultation with artist to approval stage, 5 of each size A3/A4 posters, vinyl lettering for the title board, and 5 hours of design time. 





The cost of this package is £ 200-00. Please note; this package does not include printing costs for hard copy invites or flyers.
All elements will be discussed and agreed before production; specific projects may incur additional costs and will be advised at discussion stage.

If the exhibitors do not require this package then Creative Hinckley will still need to charge for 2 A Board posters £ 40-00. Lettering display on title/entrance panels 1” 9p 2” 15P 3” 22p and £ 20-00 per colour set up.

Internal A3 posters £ 5-00 A4 posters £ 2-50

Creative Hinckley’s responsibilities;
· Ensure the exhibition is installed to a suitable aesthetic standard through a consultation process with the artist/s and or curator/s.

· Ensure the exhibition is safe for the viewing public.

· Provide expertise for the assembly of exhibition panels. 

· Provide support for all the above stated activities.

· Insure the work whilst in the Gallery at the Atkins Building.

This document should be downloaded, signed, dated and returned along with the artist/s proposal indicating a full understanding of the terms, conditions and expectations of an exhibition at the Creative Hinckley Gallery.
